Call for entries

Open Studios Northamptonshire, Moulton College (Furniture & Design
Department) and 78 Derngate: The Charles Rennie Mackintosh House &
Galleries are calling for entries for this new competition designed to showcase
excellence in the visual arts in the 21st Century.

We live in an era when the boundaries between art and design are blurred.
Artists produce installations that might be considered interior design while
designers produce products that could be viewed as sculpture.

Philippe Starck, Wayne Hemmingway of Red or Dead and Terence Conran are
just a handful of contemporary designers who work across the boundaries of
art, design, architecture, functional, decorative, industrial work etc.

Likewise, there were no limits to the creative genius of Charles Rennie
Mackintosh who designed interiors, whole buildings, bedspreads, curtains,
cutlery . . . in an effort to achieve his vision.

The Innovative Design Awards 2011 offer an outlet for creative design in the
21st Century.

The Awards
+ We invite emerging artists and designers - professional,
student (18+) or amateur - to consider the production of original
new work to celebrate the second decade of the 21st Century.

« This work should be innovative, beautiful and demonstrate
environmental sustainability.

« The work should demonstrate that the artist or designer has
created in a new way, either moving outside their usual form
or practise or moving into another medium.

Theme & Approach
« There is no theme for the awards, but entries must be original,
contemporary and innovative.

« Entries which are derivative of Charles Rennie Mackintosh or
other artists will not be considered.

« The work can be painting, sculpture, fumniture, ceramics, video,
product, interior or environmental design or any other visual
medium.

« Entries can be one or two or three dimensional; your design
may be functional, (e.g. light, mobile or kinetic piece), or non
functional, (e.g. sculpture). The work may be hung from the
ceiling or mounted on the wall or be free standing.

It must demonstrate excellence, and be of a contemporary
nature.

+ The awards are open to artists and makers, and we would like
to encourage students and amateurs, as well as those more
experienced.

one-to-one support
« Work from the 20 shortlisted candidates will be mounted in a
special gallery show throughout July, August and September
2011 at 78 Derngate.

+ 20 Shortlisted artists to be informed by March 31st 2011

« 20 shortlisted artists’ work to be installed at 78 Derngate
throughout July, August and September 2011

« Judging for Awards winners week commencing
August 22nd 2011

« Awards Night Tuesday 30th August 2011

« Artists to complete digital application including:
0 4 images of current or previous work
0 4 images of proposed new work that can include one
or several of the following:
+ Image of the completed work
+ Design concept of the new work
+ Prototype of the new work
0 500 word written statement about the proposed new work.
o Application to indicate the size, material and weight of
the finished work.
o Completed digital application to be returned via the
Moulton College email address:
